3. Proof of English sufficiency if it’s not mother tongue. (TOEFL, IBT, letter from coordinator, or academic professor, etc.)
4. If planning to take academic courses in Spanish you must take the on line Spanish exam from Tec de Monterrey and obtain a score of 600. Request it via email at: cems.egade@servicios.itesm.mx

	Student Registration:


	At EGADE – Tec de Monterrey there has an on-line registration. You also have to send the documents by post mail to receive your admission letter.

	Faculties/Colleges:
	The Tecnológico de Monterrey at the present time has 33 campuses distributed throughout the country, and academic centers in Mexico and other Latin American countries; it also has international offices in North America, Europe, and Asia. Through its Virtual University it is present all over the world, by means of learning networks and advanced information technologies.
Tecnológico de Monterrey, Campus Monterrey is divided in five different schools:
School of Business: Formed by the Graduate School of Business Administration and Leadership (EGADE Monterrey, the only School to be part of CEMS) and the undergraduate programs of the Division of Administration and Finance;
School of Government: Formed by the Division of Humanities and Social Sciences and the Graduate School of Public Administration and Public Policy (EGAP);
School of Biotechnology and Health: Formed by the Division of Biotechnology and Food and the Division of Health Sciences;
School of Engineering: Formed by the Division of Engineering and Architecture, the Division of Mechatronics and Information Technologies, and the Division for the Development of Technology-Based Companies.


	Language of Instruction:

	Language requirement:

	Health insurance:
	Tecnologico de Monterrey has very strict policies on health care. At your arrival in Monterrey, you MUST show evidence of comprehensive coverage. To do this, you need to show a copy of either of the following documents:
· Letter from the insurance company stating your health care
coverage for the complete time of your stay in Mexico.

· A copy of your health care insurance card with the
expiration date of the insurance.
You can send the information with your admission documents or you can give a copy of your insurance card to the staff of the International Programs Office upon your arrival, otherwise you will be automatically charged the Tecnologico de Monterrey Insurance.

• Your insurance must be valid since the Official Arrival Day until the Last day of final exams, please refer to the calendar section.

• Your Medical Insurance must cover least 250,000 USD in coverage for Accidents and illness, Medical Evacuation for at least 7,500 USD and Repatration of Remains of at least 7,500 USD.

Otherwise, you will be required to buy this insurance at Tecnológico de Monterrey. This cost is included in your acceptance package on the estimated budget section, which is $1,370 MXP (mexican pesos). The cost may vary in each term.
Health care insurance offered by Tecnologico de Monterrey.
If you decide to buy the health care insurance recommended by Tecnológico de Monterrey, you must go directly to the insurance company SETMEX located in Pabellon Tec 1st Floor (# 29 in Campus Map). Its duration will depend on the day you buy it and the day you decide to leave Mexico. Remember if you plan to buy this insurance you will have to do it before orientation week ends since you will have to hand in a copy of your insurance during in order to be fully registered at Tecnologico de Monterrey.

	Visa:
	Getting a Student Visa in your Home Country
Important note: This section is only to give you advice on getting a student visa before coming to Mexico. It is NOT a complete, comprehensive or detailed manual about immigration matters and policies. We strongly recommend that you read the IMMIGRATION section on your INTERNATIONAL STUDENT HANDBOOK for everything you need to know and do about visas for your experience in Mexico. 1. If you are from any of the following nationalities, read this section. 

Germany, Liechtenstein, Argentina, Luxembourg, Australia, Monaco, Austria, Holland, Belgium, New Zealand, Bermuda, Norway, Canada, Portugal, Chile, Puerto Rico, Costa Rica, San Marino, Denmark, Singapore, Finland, South Africa, France, South Korea, Great Britain, Spain, Greece, Sweden, Iceland, Switzerland, Ireland, USA, Israel, Italy, Japan, Uruguay, Venezuela.

All students that will study for more than 2 months in Mexico are required to get a student visa. However, not every nationality needs to get the student visa before entering México.

By being from any of these nationalities, you are able to enter Mexico with only a Tourist visa, which you can get at the time you enter the country either by air or land. The only thing you need to show to get this visa is your valid passport to the immigration officer. 

Once you are here in Monterrey, you then can change your visa from a tourist one to a student one. The whole process to change your visa will cost about 90 USD. 

If you decide to get your student visa in your home country, you need to go to your nearest Mexican consulate or embassy to process it. But be careful!: make sure you call the consulate first to see if they issue student visas, since sometimes some consulates do not issue student visas. 

Even with your student visa, you will still need to register your visa with the government once you are in Mexico. The cost to register your visa in Mexico will be around 60 USD and you will basically have to do the same process as if you were changing the visa from a tourist to a student one. So as you can see, you might as well do the whole visa process once you are here in Mexico.

As an international Office, we recommend that you do the whole process once you are here in Mexico with the following exceptions:

a. You can get the student visa for free on a Mexican consulate. You will then save around 30 USD for just registering your visa instead of changing it from tourist to student. (60 USD instead of 90 USD)

b. The consulate is near your home so you don’t have to travel long distances and spend a lot of money to get the visa.  

Remember that if you decide to get the student visa in your home country you will need to wait for your original acceptance, that will arrive shortly after you receive your acceptance e-mail.

Once in Mexico and whether you are going to change your visa or just register it, the International Programs Office at Tecnológico de Monterrey – Campus Monterrey will give you advice on this procedure.

2. All other nationalities different from those above, please read this. 
In order to enter the country you will need to get your student visa directly from a Mexican consulate or embassy. You will need an original letter of acceptance for this purpose. 

International Office visa service:

Once in Mexico, The International Programs Office at Tecnológico de Monterrey – Campus Monterrey will give you advice on the procedure to register your visa with the Mexican authorities. 


	Housing:


	There are three options for your living situation at Tec de Monterrey:

1. Live with a host family 
2. Live in a residence hall 

3. Live off campus. This is the option more suitable for graduate students. 
There are many homes and apartments for rent around the main campus and EGADE. To find the one that best meets your needs you should arrive at least one week before your Orientation to begin your search.  At the main campus, there is an office devoted to helping students in finding a house or apartment.  For more information go the following site:

	Facilities:
	CEMS students can have access to EGADE and main Campus’ facilities. All areas have wireless connection to internet.
Executive classrooms

EGADE Monterrey has 26 executive classrooms with a capacity for 30 participants and sophisticated multimedia centralized equipment in a one touch screen located on the teacher’s desk. 

Tec de Monterrey’s Libraries

The Monterrey Campus has three libraries: The Central Library located within the main Campus; the Business Library and Public Administration Library located in EGADE Monterrey; the School of Medicine Library located in the School of Medicine. 
Executive rooms

The building also has two executive rooms for the use of the EGADE Monterrey faculty and executive personnel. 

Laboratories

The Monterrey Campus has a comprehensive group of laboratories and workshops for the integral development of its academic operation. 

Collaborative workrooms

The students may perform their study activities in the collaborative workrooms.
Computer Services

Due to the executive profile of the EGADE Monterrey student body, it is required that the students own a laptop in order to perform their academic activities. As a complement, the school has a small Computing Center for students.
Parking

The EGADE Monterrey building has a two-level underground parking lot with spaces for 400, including six spaces for handicap access. Furthermore, the Monterrey Campus has 12 parking lots in and around campus. 

Cafeterias

The main Campus has seven cafeterias and dinner halls, EGADE has one cafeteria called “El Espiral”.
Auditoriums and spaces for other events

The EGADE Monterrey building has spaces that are adequate for holding academic encounters such as conventions, seminars, conferences, as well as social, cultural, and networking events, within an executive, elegant, cutting-edge environment that has the adequate technology for each event.

	Internships:


	The Graduate Professional Development Center at EGADE provides the opportunity to obtain an internship or a job opportunity. This will require from CEMS students the following:

- CEMS students must be enrolled in the Tec de Monterrey System while doing the internship. For this matter they will register a special course called Strategic Business Practices in Emerging Markets where the student has an academic tutor that supports him or her in any eventuality during the internship.

- At the end of the course, the student must hand in a one page report for CEMS evaluation and another report to the academic tutor explaining the internships activities and the results. This will help acknowledge the students growth before and after the internship.

- The internship in Mexico must last at least three months since it’s the minimum time required by the companies.

The process for the Graduate Professional Development Center to find an internship for the student may take from 1 to 3 months. Therefore students must contact the center 3 months before to obtain the internship. Mexican companies require basic to fluent Spanish. No one-month internships are available. CEMS students at EGADE are not allowed to do their internship while taking their term 1 or term 2 courses.
