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CEMS student receives Global Student Leadership Award

Avril 2006. A student from the CEMS, a strategic alliance of 17 leading European business schools and 47 international companies, has won the highly prestigious 'Global Student Leadership Award' for 2006. Wieteke Dupain (24) from the Netherlands held off competition from top European and US schools including students from Harvard and Stanford to take the award organised by the Graduate Business Foundation (GBF). 

Wieteke Dupain is currently following the CEMS Master’s in International Management (CEMS MIM) - a joint master's degree programme that is offered at all 17 CEMS Schools (see list below) - at RSM, Erasmus University in the Netherlands. As President of the CEMS Student Board in 2005, she was selected for her leadership style and innovation within the CEMS community which includes more than 600 students per year of more than 32 different nationalities.  

Gary McLure, co-founder of the GBF, says about Wieteke: “We could not have chosen a better recipient of the Student Leadership Award. Wieteke’s dedication, passion for others, and glowing personality are important traits that so underscore the appropriateness of her receiving the honour.”

Students are one of the key stakeholders of the Community of European Management Schools and International Companies (CEMS) community. Founded in 2000, the pan European Student Board plays a key role in maintaining and improving the high quality of education needed for tomorrow’s leaders. The Board also raises awareness of the CEMS amongst the academic and corporate worlds, whilst strengthening bonds between CEMS alumni and students across the world.

His Royal Highness Crown Prince Frederik of Denmark presented Wieteke with the award during the GBF conference held in Copenhagen in April. Launched in 1991 by the GBF, the award aims to recognise leadership and innovation at the graduate business level.
